(2000/2001) built a home. In 2004 he joined the American Legion and began serving as Finance Officer a year later.
Then he served as Post Commander and most recently has been a member of the Executive Committee.

He remembers Thanksgiving Dinners and Chili Cook-offs as the mainstay traditions back when he joined. And
he has seen many new events sponsored by the Post over the following years including the Community Kids Santa
Party, Party, Light Up the Town, Cinco de Mayo, and Friday Night Socials.

Looking back he thanks Hugh Somerton, John Ernsberger and Jack Knoblock among others who provided great
leadership and made a difference. Looking forward Mike offers this advice: “We need to share the load. We can’t af-
ford to dump all the work on just a few leaders. It is critical to continuing development and growth and link into the
community. And this takes a balanced approach!”
